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PRESS STATEMENT BY THE PRESIDENT OF INDIA ON HER 
STATE VISIT TO SERBIA

Belgrade, June 8, 2023

I am delighted to visit Serbia, my first State Visit to any European 
country. I thank President Aleksandar Vučić and the people of 
Serbia for the warm welcome and hospitality extended to me and 
my delegation.

Ana Brnabić and also participate in an India-Serbia Business event. 
Enhanced interaction between our business organizations will lead 
to robust, long-term, and mutually beneficial partnerships.

I once again thank President Vučić for his gracious hospitality and 
extend my warm greetings for the progress and prosperity of the 
people of Serbia.
